Fiddle – The Haroldsons (Desert Skies), award-winning fiddlers from NM. Whatever your level, come and play with the Haroldson fiddlers! Participants will divide into groups by level. We will work on assorted techniques from beginning to advanced and answer your questions about fiddlin’. 
Bass – Michael Rudolph of SouthWind String Band has played bass since he was 9 years old. He plays both stand-up and electric.
Beginning Harmonica – Charlie Pantier of Sing2Him+1 from CO. 
Mandolin – Josh Bailey from TX will give tips on playing bluegrass mandolin. Josh placed 2nd in the prestigious Walnut Valley mandolin championship in 2008. 
Beginning Banjo - Rolls and Tablature. Hillary Foley of Foley Bluegrass from NM. 

Intermediate/Advanced Banjo – Albert Brouillette of For That Blessed Hope from CO and Stephen Knotts of the Knotts Family from NC.

Harmony Singing – Grandpa’s Neighbors from Oklahoma. Listen to their beautiful harmonies and learn how they do it. 
4 Chords and a Capo –  Suzie Solomon, who has played and sung all her life. This is all you need to play most traditional gospel songs in any key!

Beginning Fiddle – Katherine Foley of Foley Bluegrass from NM is a new fiddler and she’ll show you how she got started. 
Intermediate Fiddle – Rose Knotts of the Knotts Family of NC is great fiddler who will show you techniques to improve your fiddle playing. She has been playing the fiddle for 13 years. 
Advanced Fiddle– Jay Genender of CO.  An awesome fiddle who plays with the Bailey Bail-Out Bluegrass Band. 
Guitar - Courtney Foley of Foley Bluegrass from NM – Flatpicking techniques to help you with your playing.

Beginning Lap Dulcimer – Donna S-Scheer of Castle Rock, CO will show you how to start on this folk instrument.
